Eligibility requirements: Sailboats that have an overall length of at least 19 feet with a valid PHRF Certificate.
All yachts must comply with the U.S. Coast Guard equipment requirements for recreational vessels including
proper navigation lights.

Registration: Completed Entry Form, current PHRF Certificate, and fees must be received by the Encinal
Yacht Club office no later than 5:00 p.m. July 16, 2008. Any entries after this time are late and will require a
late entry fee of $10.

A 3 second per mile advantage will be
given to any boat that includes one or more EYC Junior sailors who must be shown to the RC prior to each
start.

Trophies: Series trophies will be awarded at Encinal Yacht Club September 19,2008 as follows: 1%, 2", 3"
place in all divisions with 6 or more boats.
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Party: After each race the race results will be posted in the EYC Bar no later than 90 minutes after the last
boat finishes.
