See you along the docks….

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The docks at Encinal Yacht Club were first built in the 
early 1960’s.  It is apparent to anyone walking the 
docks, or tying up a boat to the docks, that they are old 
and in need of major repair.  In addition the estuary 
bottom by the docks has been silting in for years—
keelboats of any significant draft must be very careful 
where they tie up, in order to avoid going aground at 
low tide.  
 
Most wooden docks are projected to last about 15-20 
years.  The Encinal docks are now over 50 years old.  
There have been many “dock parties” over the years 
to make minor repairs, replace boards or broken 
cleats, re-do electrical connections and plumbing that 
broke, etc.  But in all the years since the docks were 
first installed, there has never been a complete up-
grade or replacement program. 
 
To further complicate matters, the San Francisco Bay 
Area has a very powerful organization called the Bay 
Conservation and Development Commission (BCDC). 
Any proposed work or change to the existing water-
front anywhere in the Bay Area must get approval 
from BCDC.  BCDC, as stated on their website, “is 
dedicated to the protection and enhancement of San 
Francisco Bay.”  They take the word “protection” very 
seriously, and getting approval to do anything at the 
waterfront, especially changing docks or dredging, 
requires a lot of paperwork, patience, and politics. 
 
For years the Club has realized that we need a plan to 
repair or replace the docks, and dredge the dock area.  
For years we have punted the issue down the road, 
largely because even a preliminary study shows that 
dredging and replacement of the existing docks could 
cost in the hundreds of thousands of dollars.  And 
where will that money come from? 
 
One of the complications in costing out what dredging 
might cost is that BCDC requires a soil analysis of the 
silt to be removed.  This requires multiple samples

vada and dumped in special dump sites (prohibitively 
expensive).  Just the difference in cost could be a 

range of as much as a half a million dollars!  And just 
to find out how contaminated the silt is, or is not, will 
cost approximately $30,000 for the sampling and lab 
work. 
 
The Long Range Planning Committee is undertak-
ing a study (over the next several months) to figure 
out what to do with the docks.  We will plan and get 
soil samples and get the lab analysis required to figure 
out how much dredging is required, and what it will 
cost.  We will look at several alternatives for repair-
ing/replacing the current docks.  The alternatives will 
include, at a minimum: 
 
· Replacing the existing configuration with wooden 

docks, including new pilings as required. 
· Replacing the existing configuration with concrete 

docks, including new pilings as required. 
· Changing the configuration to reduce the size of 

the current “U” cruise-in area, and add several 
slips for berthing by club members (probably in 
the 40 ft. range). 

· Reconfigure, and add dock space for the junior 
sailing program. 

· Negotiate with Wind River to, hopefully, gain wa-
ter rights to the small cove next to the current jun-
ior sailing docks (the area with several concrete 
pier supports that were left after the old railroad 
pier was destroyed).  They have refused this re-
quest in the past, but we are trying again. 

 
Working with the Board and the Finance Committee, 
we will investigate alternative ways to come up with 
the funds required by the various alternatives. 
 
There will be an introductory presentation on this sub-
ject at the September meeting of the EYC Board of 
Directors, and member comments are welcome.  De-
tailed alternatives and costs will not be available at 
that meeting. 
 
After several alternatives and the associated costs are 
developed, the alternatives will be presented to the 
EYC Board of Directors.  After that, the alternatives 
will be presented to the membership for a vote, includ-
ing the costs and proposed ways to fund each alterna-
tive.  Whatever is chosen, it is likely to be a multi-year 
effort both in terms of development, funding, and 
eventual implementation.

Mayor’s Fourth of July Parade (I hear that somebody 
kept their water balloons on ice until launch time), we 
gathered poolside for our traditional BYOM (bring 
your own meats) barbecue.
