History of Master Mariners Regatta

In 1867 the Boatmans Protective Association staged a race among the coasting schooners and sailing work
boats of the bay. The regatta was so successful that it was repeated the following year and in 1869 when
the Boatmen reorganized under the pretentious title of Master Mariners Benevolent Association the great
schooner race was a fixture. Before the start of
crowded the upper slopes of Telegraph Hill to watch the racing fleet standing off and on between the foot
of the hill and Goat Island (Yerba Buena), awaiting the starting cannon. The climax of the regatta was not
the Finnish line, nor even the most ardent clock watcher could have only a rough notion of how all the con-
testants placed, but at the Master Mariners evening ball where the winners were announced and prizes dis-
tributed. Nearly every skipper got a prize of some sort, to acknowledge the importance of his participation
if not the perfection of his piloting or the speed of his craft. The winner gained temporary custody of a silk-
en, gold tasseled, white and red and green banner emblazoned with a strutting gamecock and the word
CHAMPION. Not so much the vision of the trophy, but pride, pride in their boats, pride in their trade and
organization, pride in country, above all pride in their sea grit city brought the Master Mariners to put on a
show.
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
