This past month, those of us who have met or known Steve Grove 
were deeply saddened by his untimely passing.  I canôt claim to 
have known Steve well, but on every occasion when I met him he 
had a gleam in his eye, a smile on his face, and a love for life. 

While Steveôs accomplishments are many, I know Steve and Barb 
best for their love of our Junior Sailing program, which all three of 

their children enrolled in and ultimately became instructors for.   The leadership 
brought by Steve and Barb transformed Encinalôs Junior Sailing into a premier Bay 
Area youth program.

Jasper Reid 
and Derek Nelson took first place in the CFJ division, with Scarlett Dawson and 
Gemma Hansen finishing third on the podium.   Dylan Wondolleck brought home a 
third place trophy for the Optimists, as did Jonathan Andrews sailing a Radi-
al.  Congratulations go to all thirty four (!) EYC Junior Sailors who participated in 
this regatta, as well as to our Junior Sailing directors Tyler Colvin and Mike Scott, 
and to our many instructors and volunteers.  

Further afield, coming off their victory in the BAYS Summer Splash, Simon Boeger 
and Drake Hayes will represent Encinal Yacht Club in San Diego at the 2016 Chubb 
US Sailing Junior Sailing Championships.  They are one of twenty teams from 
around the country who will race in their Club 420 for a national trophy.  

But wait.   Thereôs more.  Junior Sailors T. J. Mahoney and Caila Devlin will compete 
at the Zoom 8 World Championships being held in Estonia.   I spoke with T. J. be-
fore he departed, and he said he was honored to be representing both EYC and the 
USA at this international event.
